Case: An American farmer and his wife living in the Russian countryside are
producing organic food. They desperately want to expand. One of the entrepreneurs

called Boris Akimov is trying to organize the sales of their produce. There are more



people today who want to buy fresh organic food. The main problem is the lack of
financial support from the state [8].

1. Discussion: What is organic farming? The teacher gives the summary of the
ideas on the board.

2. Presentation on organic farming: What are the environmental benefits of
organic farming? Students get the handouts with helpful phrases for a presentation.

a) Watch the video and answer the question: What is the aim of the
entrepreneur Boris Akimov (to bring the locally produced food to a wider market)

b) Sum up all the information you have got in the video and identify the main
problem:

Role play: you are John, you are Valentina (John’s wife) and you are Boris
Akimov, the entrepreneur. Decide on which terms you are going to set up a new
enterprise producing organic food.

In your groups set up your own organic farm. Create a logo and an
advertisement of it. (Students either do it at home or in class, the teacher’s role is to
provide them with paper and markers). The next stage is presenting their
advertisement. The teacher gives examples of advertisements and logos of organic
enterprises.

One of the most important tasks facing the agro-industrial complex is to
provide the country with its own food. Now Russia provides itself with vegetable oil
by 58%, sugar by 42%, fruits and berries by 28%, vegetables by 50%, bread by 80%,
dairy and meat products by 50-58% [8].

One of the main shortcomings of Russian agriculture is the large loss of
products during harvesting and storage: up to 30% of grain, 50% of potatoes, 20% of
flax, etc. The collected products are poorly processed. From 1 t. of raw materials of
food products they receive 20-30% less than in developed countries. All this is a
consequence of insufficient funding of processing industries. In Russia, the ratio of

Investments in processing industries and agriculture is 1:10. And in the USA it is 24:



1. The food industry of the European North, Siberia, and the Far East is very poorly
developed. The most important task of agriculture is the development of various
forms of ownership in the countryside. The share of the private sector has increased
by 40 per cent in recent years. However, it is too small to compensate for the decline
in production in collective farms and state farms. Being a farmer in Russia is
difficult: - only 48 out of 100 farms survive. Only the existence of various forms of
management can solve the problem of increasing labour productivity in domestic
agriculture. The health and standard of living of Russians depend on solving the
problems in the agro-industrial complex. The calorie content of the Russian
population is constantly declining. By this indicator (2600 kcal per day), Russia
equaled developing countries. The temptation to import many products from abroad
IS very great, since they are cheaper than domestic products. But it is important to
remember: first of all, all the developed countries of the world support their own
agricultural production, even if it is more expensive than foreign.

Distinctive features of agriculture.

1. Agricultural production is seasonal, it depends on natural conditions.

2. The agricultural enterprise occupies a large area.

3. Land is both a means of work and a subject of work.
